100 Years of Plant Breeding in Chlumec on Cidlina

The Plant Breeding Station Chlumec on Cidli-
na was founded by Baron ApoLr von DREGER as
a family enterprise in 1903. It belongs among
the oldest plant breeding stations in the Czech
Republic. The seed multiplication and breeding
was started with cereals — rye and oats. At the
beginning, profs. FRuwirTH and TscHERMAK from
Vienna participated in the professional coopera-
tion. Around 1908, ApoLr DREGER extended the
breeding through cooperation with the breeding
company of J. Nol¢ in Horni Poc¢ernice. In 1908, the
Chlumec station became the centre of the ”Grow-

ers Association”, the largest breeding and seed producing company in Bohemia, in which the Dreger
Chlumec station, J. Nol¢ and two German firms, Lochow Petkus and F. Strube participated. A. DREGER
ensured the seed production of this two German companies. In 1930, the station became independent
under the business name ”A. Dreger’s Breeding Company”. After the death of the founder A. DREGER
in 1936 his son was the head of the station until 1945. After Second World War the station became state
property. Then the station was successively part of several organisations, i.e. Regional Agricultural
Research Institute; Breeding and Seed-Producing Company Chocern; and, from 1977, of Research and
Breeding Institute of Technical Plants and Legumes Sumperk as part of OSEVA firm. In 1990 it became
one of the key stations of Selgen, a. s.

renamed “Chlumecké rye”, which was grown for 35 years (1922-1957).
Also successful was the subsequent breeding programme of winter and
spring wheat. A well known and long grown variety was the winter wheat
“Chlumecka” (Dregerova), which was registered 48 years (1922-1970). It
was outstanding for its winter hardiness, baking quality and adaptability.
Other important varieties from Chlumec were: spring barleys Velerany and
Imperial, oats Dreger yellow and Delga and spring wheat Dreger Czech
Red. An important part in the assortment represented Chlumec varieties
of fodder legumes and clovers. In clover breeding programme A. Dreger

From the beginning, the basis for the breeding was provided by the large
botanical collections and the wide assortments of regional as well as bred
varieties of cereals, legumes, fodder crops, grasses and medicinal plants
grown in Central Europe. These collections were sown every year on small
experimental plots in so called “Botanika”. This botanical agricultural garden
was one of the most prominent in our country and was visited every year
by many professionals and students of high schools and universities.

In the long history of breeding in Chlumec, the important position belongs
to cereals. The experience with seed multiplication was the starting point for
the rye breeding. The breeding sources were foreign varieties and a landrace
variety long grown in the Chlumec region. By cross-breeding, a very adap-
tive variety of “Dreger rye” was obtained, later

collected many regional varieties of Czech clovers and searched methods Ing. Dr. Gabriela Delischova
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for effective pollination, which resulted in the famous and popular
variety “ Chlumecky (Dreger) red clover”. This has been grown since
1935 to now. The tradition of clover breeding has continued by the
new varieties: red clover Radan and Crimson clovers Chlumecky and
Kardinal, which resulted from mutation breeding. Fababean Chlumecky
was selected from a regional variety of unknown origin and its grow-
ing for 71 years (1928-1999) testifies to good agronomic characters,
especially adaptability. Later, the fababean varieties Stabil and Merkur
were released as well as, most recently, the modern types of white-blos-
somed, tannin-low content varieties Merlin and Mistral. The Chlumec
station became well-known even on the international scale with the
fodder pea varieties whose intensive breeding was started in 1960 by
breeder FRANTISEX TYLLER. In 1972, the first fodder pea variety Arvika
was released and it has been important variety of National List and in
many countries abroad up to now. Arvika was followed by another 6
varieties of spring and 1 variety of winter fodder pea. The assortment
of registered varieties involves also poppy “Dregertv stfibrosedy”.

To the success in breeding contributed, apart from the founder AporLr DREGER, his collaborator (Mrs.)
Ing. Dr. GasrieLa DELIscHOVA, further, after second world war dipl. tech. FrRanTiSEX TYLLER, Ing. VAc-
Lav Rysa, and Ing. Borumira BrRApLovA. The nowadays breeders Ing. Viapimir TYLLER, Ing. Roman
TyLLER, and Ing. Ivana MacHACKOVA continue in the tradition of the station. The new tasks involve
the breeding of winter rape (within the framework of the Association Czech Rape), winter two-rowed
barley and pea.

Since the foundation of the station to the year of 2003, 27 varieties of Chlumec breeding have been
released.

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100 let slechténi rostlin v Chlumci nad Cidlinou

Stanice byla zalozena jako rodinny podnik baronem ApoLrem voN DREGEREM V roce 1903 a patfi mezi
nejstars{ §lechtitelské stanice v Ceské republice. MnoZen{ a $lechténi zde bylo zah4jeno na obilovinach
— zitu a ovsu, na pocatku za odborné spoluprace s videniskymi profesory FRUWIRTHEM a TSCHERMAKEM.
Kolem roku 1908 zvysil Adolf Dreger intenzitu slechténi pomoci spoluprace se Slechtitelskou firmou
J. Nolce v Hornich Pocernicich. V roce 1908 se stava stanice tstfedim “Sdruzenych péstitel”, nejvét-
§tho $lechtitelského a semenaiského podniku v Cechéch, ktery kromé Chlumecké stanice sdruzoval
J. Nolce a dvé némecké firmy — Lochow Petkus a F. Strube, pro které Dreger zajistoval mnoZeni jejich
odrtid. Od roku 1930 se podnik osamostatnil pod firemnim oznacenim “A. Dregera Slechtitelské pod-
niky”. Po tmrti zakladatele A. DREGERA V roce 1936 pfebira firmu jeho syn, ktery ji vedl az do roku
1945. Po druhé svétové valce byla stanice zestatnéna a postupné patfila pod rtizné organizace: Krajsky
vyzkumny tstav zemédélsky, Slechtitelsky a semenaisky podnik Choceti a v ramci firmy OSEVA od
roku 1977 pod Vyzkumny a $lechtitelsky tstav technickych plodin a luskovin Sumperk. Od roku 1990
se stava jednou z klicovych stanic spolecnosti Selgen, a. s.

Od zacatku byly zdkladem Slechtitelské prace bohaté botanické sbirky a Siroky sortiment krajovych
i Slechténych odriid obilovin, luskovin, picnin, travin a 1é¢ivych rostlin péstovanych ve stfedni Evropé.
Tyto kolekce byly kazdoroc¢né vysévany na pokusné parcelky do takzvané “Botaniky”. Tato botanicka
navstévovana odborniky i studenty stfednich a vysokych skol.

V dlouholeté historii slechténi v Chlumci zaujimaji pfedni misto obiloviny. Po mnozitelskych zkuse-
nostech se zacalo se Slechténim Zita. Vychozim materidlem byly zahrani¢ni odriidy a domdci krajova
odriida, dlouhodobé péstovana v okoli Chlumce. Z kfizeni byla vyslechténa velmi plasticka odriida Zzita
Dregerova, pozdé&ji nazvana Chlumecké, ktera se péstovala 35 let (1922-1957). Uspésny byl i navazu-
jici program slechténi psenice ozimé i jarni. Znamou a velmi dlouho péstovanou odriidou byla ozima
pSenice Chlumecka 12 (Dregerova), ktera byla oporou sortimentu plnych 48 let (1922-1970). Vynikala
zimovzdornosti, pekafskou jakosti a velmi dobrou adaptabilitou. Své uplatnéni mély i chlumecké od-
ridy je¢mene jarniho — Velerany a Imperial, ovsy Dregertiv (Chlumecky) Zluty a Delga a jarni pSenice
Dregerova cCeska cervena. Vyznamné misto zaujaly v sortimentu chlumecké odridy krmnych plodin
— luskovin a jetelovin. Pfi Slechténi jetelovin shromazdil A. DreGER velké mnoZstvi krajovych odrtad
ceského jetele, hledal metody spravného opyleni a vysledkem byla slavna a oblibena odriida jetele
cerveného Chlumecky (Dregerova), ktera je péstovana od roku 1935 dodnes. Na tradici slechténi jetelti
navazuji novéjsi odrtdy: jetel lu¢ni Radan a jetele nachové Chlumecky a Kardinal, ktery je vysledkem
mutacniho Slechténi. Stanice byla tispésna i ve Slechténi krmnych luskovin. Bob konisky Chlumecky
byl vyslechtén vybérem z krajové odriidy nezndmého ptivodu a jeho 71leté péstovani (1928-1999)
dokumentuje jeho dobré hospodarské vlastnosti. Pozdéji byly povoleny odriidy bobu Stabil a Merkur,
v posledni dobé pak moderni typy bélokvétych odrid Merlin a Mistral s nizkym obsahem taninu. Me-
zinarodné proslavily chlumeckou stanici odrady pelusek, s jejichZ intenzivnim Slechténim zacal v roce
1960 slechtite]l FRANTISEK TYLLER. V roce 1972 byla povolena odriida Arvika, ktera je soucasti sortimentu
dodnes u nas i v zahranici. Tuto odrtidu nasledovalo dalsich 6 odrtid pelusek jarnich a jedna odrtida
pelusky ozimé. Sortiment vyslechténych plodin dopliiuje odriida maku Dregertiv stfibrosedy.

O Slechtitelské tispéchy stanice se kromé zakladatele firmy ApoLra DREGERA zaslouZila i jeho spo-
lupracovnice Ing. Dr. GaBrieLa DELIscHOVA, po druhé svétové valce dipl. tech. FRANTISEK TYLLER, Ing.
VAcrav RyBa a Ing. BonumiLa BrRAprLovA. Na tradici navazuji soucasni Slechtitelé stanice Ing. VLapimir
TyYLLER, Ing. RomaN TyLLER a Ing. Ivana MacHACKOVA. K novym ukoliim patii Slechténi fepky ozimé
v réamci sdruZeni Ceské fepka, §lechténi ozimych dvoufadych je¢menti a $lechténi hrachu setého.

Od zaloZeni stanice do roku 2003 bylo celkem povoleno 27 odrtid chlumeckého Slechténi.
